Background

The Ion Mincu Institute of Architecture and Urbanism provides an undergraduate
architecture course at the equivalent level of the RIBA recognised stages Part 1 and
Part 2, awarding a diploma at the end of six yeats of full-time study. It has
operated as a School of Architecture, under many different names since 1892, and
adopted the name of the famous Romanian architect, Ion Mincu, in 1952. The
University also offets a range of courses including Urbanism, Restoration, Interior
and Furniture design.

The Institute is the principal school of architecture in Romania, and the largest of
the four architecture schools, with neatly 1500 architectural students.

The Diploma in Architecture at the Ton Mincu Institute of Architecture has beeen
validated by the RIBA since 1998.

This Visit was conducted by the RIBA Validation Boatd to assess the Ton Mincu
Institute’s eligibility for RIBA recognition. The conclusions o isit do not
provide any formal recognition by the Architects Registratio ) i
is a registration body created by UK statute. The title of ‘At
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as architects therefore, graduates wishing to practise in the UK are required to
apply to the ARB.

Recommendations to the RIBA

The Visiting Board is satisfied that that these courses and associated awards fulfil
the criteria for apptroval and make the following comments:

The Visiting Board recommends unconditional validation of the Diploma of
Atchitecture with specialisation in Architectural Design (Diploma of Atchitecture)

Successful completion of the six year course in Architecture, leading to the award
of a Graduate Diploma in Architecture, provides students with exemption from the
RIBA Examination in Architecture for both Patt One and Part Two.

RIBA International Validation runs on a quinquennial cycle. The next full Visiting
Board should take place in 2012.

Criteria for Validation

The Visiting Boatd is satisfied that the course listed above fulfils the RIBA criteria
for approval, and makes the following comments. Detailed comment on the
coverage of the RIBA Outline Syllabus at Part One and Part Two and the
European Union Architects Ditective are given below.

RIBA tecognition of all courses /qualifications is dependent upon:

i. any significant changes to the course and examinations being submitted to RIBA
New Courses and Course Changes Committee (NCCC) for approval by the
RIBA

ii. any change of awatd title, and the effective date of the change, being reported to
RIBA NCCC so that, where appropriate, recognition formally may be
transferred to the new title by the RIBA

Standards

The work from previous years of this course inspected during the Visit was judged

to meet the required standards for RIBA recognition.

Conditions of Validation

The Boatd placed no conditions upon the continued validation of the coutse.
